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PREPARATION and REMOVAL OF PARTS

1. Position the motorcycle securely on center stand.

2. Remove the stock windshield. Remove the stock windshield

bracket.

3. Retain stock lower covers
and screws. This hardware

will be re-used. Figure 1
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INSTALLATION
Install the bracket to the motorcycle.
Start on the right side of the motorcycle.

1. Inside the upper right body panel on the inside of the
motorcycle, locate the turn signal stalk. Remove the nut
and washer holding the stalk. (19mm Wrench) Figure 2

You may need to cut the cable tie around the electrical
ﬂ%wires to access the nut. (Cutters) Figure 2

2. Position the forked arm of bracket onto the turn signal
stalk. Replace washer and nut. (19mm Wrench) Figure
3and 4

3. Repeat procedure on opposite side of motorcycle.

4. Tighten nuts until snug. Do not fully tighten at this time.

MAINTENANCE

To clean the screen, wash with a clean soft cloth, plenty of
warm water and if necessary, a non-abrasive soap such as
dishwashing liquid. Flannel or soft chamois make good cleaning
cloths. Paint, glue residue or grease removal: Moisten cotton
with Naphtha or Turpentine followed by a wash as above.
